New Grant Requests - Pat Hom

· Request from Courtney Donohoe, 6th grade English teacher at PBMS, to purchase a sturdy electric pencil sharpener and a classroom set of twenty Seedfolk books @ $13.72 Permabound, for a total of $350. M/S/A
· Request from Carren Lindsay-Dial, 6th grade English teacher at PBMS, for pizza party expenses associated with the February 13th spelling bee.  It was decided funds would be used from Mr. Remillard’s PBMS Student Incentive Fund. 
· Request from John O’Donnell, music teacher at PBMS, to purchase books (grade 6 [strings], grades 7 - 8 [orchestra]) for a total of $157.84.  M/S/A
· Request from Heather Henkes, art teacher at MBHS, for art supplies totaling $534.75.  It was determined this cost would come from the MBHS Art Fund.
· Request from David Escamilla, science teacher at MBHS, for 15 laser pointers for a total of $600.  Is was decided to wait to make sure Fred Hilgers signs the request and there is also the fear these costly items may disappear.
· Request from Nidia Davenport, science teacher at MBHS, for thermometers, a pencil sharpener, and tissue for a total of $234.71.  M/S/A
Special Guest - Sally Fox, World Language Institute, San Diego County of Education (sfox@sdcoe.net)

· Sally Fox announced that MBHS would host a teacher conference (International Forum of Language Teachers [iFLT] Language Super Camp) July 8 - 12, 2013, that world language teachers from all over the country will attend. Students K - 12 are needed on four mornings to participate in Spanish, Chinese, French, or English classes taught by TPRstorytelling.com representatives.
PBMS Principal Report - Ernie Remillard

· Explained he had been working with Eddie Park, principal of Barnard Chinese Mandarin Magnet School, to figure out how to make Mandarin a component at PBMS so that as students leave Barnard, they may continue their Chinese language studies. Mr. Remillard said that the District is supportive of having the Chinese Mandarin K - 12 continuum.  PBMS would need to find a home for a teacher from China to stay in.
· Announced that Karla Martinez, PE teacher at PBMS, won the California International Baccalaureate Teacher of the Year Award.
· Talked about Peace Week that Mr. Wood, Mr. Remillard, and others spontaneously put together for the week January 14 - 18, including origami in the library, a human peace sign photograph, encouraging random acts of kindness, and culminating in Friday’s successful 60s & 70s Dress Day.
· Reminded everyone that Friday, January 25, was the last day in the semester.
· Mentioned he had spent the day at “Power School” Training which he says is much better than the Zangle and Parent Connect systems.
· There is no news about the painting of the school.

· Reported that the budget process should soon start; but Mr. Remillard stated the 2013-14 budget process has been put on hold as of 1/23.

· Asked if anyone would like to lead the annual campus clean-up on Saturday, 3/16, from 9 am - 12 noon. Goals would be to re-paint the pyramid with the PBMS logo, front planters, and any other appropriate projects.
· Announced that the annual PBMS Music Pancake Breakfast fundraiser would be on Saturday, 3/26.
· Stated that Candy Walters would be leaving FOPBSS in February, and asked if anyone would take over handling eScript.

· Reminded everyone about the MB Cluster All Schools Fair on Saturday, 1/26.  MBHS would be represented by the Robotics Club and the Academic League; Mathletes from PBMS would lead activities; PBE would have their crazy hair booth; Kate Sessions Elementary would have matchbox car races; Crown Point Junior Music Academy and Barnard Mandarin Chinese Magnet School would also have activities appropriate to their schools. Music will also be highlighted from both primary and secondary schools.  As well, principals will give presentations about their schools at 1 pm (primary) and 2 pm (secondary).
