Call to Order/Welcome - 6:04 pm

Minutes Presented - Minutes accepted as presented

Special Guest - Arnie Garcia, SDG&E

· Mr. Garcia explained how PBMS recently won $5000 (second place) from SDG&E through a grant. PBMS defied the odds and showed fantastic participation saving energy during peak periods. Stated it was a great joy to work with PBMS & Mr. Remillard; Mr. Remillard complimented Mr. Garcia as well as the parents and FOPBSS.
Second Guest - Jorge Palacios, MBHS Athletic Director

· Mr. Palacios showed plans for the Charger Grant Weight Room at MBHS with 12 stations, as modeled after PLHS’s weight room. This layout will accommodate 48 students at a time or several teams after school. The district has assisted with removing old or damaged items. Mr. Palacios anticipates the grand opening in June.
· Pam Deitz brought up the topic of a hardwood floor drop-in which would cost $5000; she suggested using funds from the previous grant saved for Press Room from Lauren Foundation [now defunct]). The entire school population would benefit. A motion to grant $5000 to help with the weight room was passed.  M/S/A

New Grant Requests - Kim Schoettle for Pat Hom

· Don Wood, 7th Grade science teacher requested funding for Scholastic Science World Magazine (Hollis, Weinheimer, & other teachers will use)  $374 benefitting 400 students.  M/S/A
· Coach Kane requested $400 for 4 basketballs benefitting teams and students; funds will be taken from teacher discretionary fund.  M/S/A
· Mr. Palacios requested a set of soccer balls (24) for $300 to benefit 40 students for use to develop skills.  M/S/A 
· Trainer Katie Harrington requested $295 to benefit 400 students for injury prevention: step equipment for ankle and ligament injuries, tuning fork, athletic tape. It was determined the funds would come out of MBHS Sports category.
· Mr. Anderson requested $250 for Golf team for golf balls and t’s to benefit 10 students. It was determined that MBHS Sports line would fund only balls and t’s.
· Softball coach Jimmy Ross requested $390 to benefit 30 students to purchase screen, mask, catcher bags. It was determined funds would be from MBHS Sports.
· Library tech Kathleen Chenelle requested funds for study guides for ACT, SAT, Spanish AP, teacher’s SAT study guide to supplement the college guide area. Pam Deitz suggested the counselors use their funds for this. 
· A second request from math advisory teacher for funds for rewards for students. $300 would benefit 300 students in 12 classes. FOPBSS is concerned this would set a precedent and would be obligated to fund other incentives for advisory classes.  Kim Schoettle will talk with Fred Hilgers about funds for incentives for advisory classes.
· A possible request from Willie Matson was mentioned for weight sleds ($327 each) to bring weights outside; no paperwork was submitted.
Treasurer Report 

· Mr. Remillard would like to provide snacks for PBMS students during testing. Elkie Wills and Principal Remillard will discuss.
· More MBHS brochures should be printed to market MBHS for $450. PR line will be used.
· Melisa Grigolite will host a fundraiser party at her home on Saturday, 3/23 for $20 each couple.
· $780 was raised and donated to the PBMS Music Department from the Tiki 2/25 fundraiser.
PBMS Principal Report - Ernest Remillard

· Discussed the following presentations: College Making it Happen, 2/28 6 pm, learn about requirements.
· On 2/25, students attended Safety Net assemblies regarding safety and technology.
· On 2/25, PBMS representatives (teachers, counselors, students, principal) attended a cyber bullying conference at USD.
· Reviewed many visitors PBMS has recently hosted from Southern California, Texas, and Judith Fabian from IBO (develops curriculum at IB office in the Netherlands). She was very impressed to see so many kids and teachers smiling. She saw several classrooms and a PE class in the computer lab reflecting on their dance projects.  
· 250 kids were recently recognized for high GPA’s and citizenship grades.
· Mentioned Prop. 39 and the meeting last night at PB Library about Magnolia Charter School that wants to open middle school on MBHS campus next fall.
· Announced the next parent tour will be March 7 at 8 am.
· Informed FOPBSS that former PBMS principal Julie Martel is now Area Superintendent for Mira Mesa and La Jolla, and that Superintendent Bill Kowba is retiring 6/30/13 at the end of his 3 year contract.
· Laura Daly mentioned the next informational Magnolia Charter meeting will be 3/12 in San Carlos from 5 - 6 pm; everyone is encouraged to attend and express their concern. Carpools will be organized. 
MBHS Principal Report - Jorge Palacios for Fred Hilgers

· Reported that last night’s articulation went well, and that the talent show organized by the junior class will be Friday, 3/1.
· Announced that the faculty is worried about attendance at the spring open house. The suggestion was made to hold it on Saturday, 3/16 to tie with the first farmer’s market.

· Reviewed upcoming dates: 3/16: Music Department Pancake Breakfast; 3/21: PBMS Open House, 5:30 - 7 pm; 3/23: PBMS campus cleanup (Mr. Wood needs leaders).
· Laura Daly discussed logistics for the Taste of North PB on 3/13 from 5 - 8 pm. Will purchase reusable balloons: 20 - 8’ long poles, 1 cluster of balloons, in/deflater for $600, or 25 poles for $725. Funds made from the Taste of North PB will be used.  Art from PBE will be displayed as usual at Turquoise Coffee (more than double the space); PBMS at Java Earth Cafe; and MBHS at Gallery at Lands End.  PBMS teacher, Don Wood, will serve as trash can master and will deliver & pick them up.

· Announced that the BLT (Buc Long Term Planning Committee) would be meeting 2/28, and that tickets for the talent show will be $5.
· An e-vote was conducted after this FOPBSS 2/27 meeting in order to add a member to the BLT: Yolanda Kamphaus is now an official BLT member.

· Reported that $3700 worth of donations have been received from mailer; she encouraged attendees to take donor letters to solicit further donations.
· Pam also discussed the Seaside Farmers Market with 30 vendors, including 4 food trucks. Local musicians will entertain during the opening day, 3/16. SD Humane Society will also be present.  100% of profits will go to MBHS, but it is expensive to host. So far it has cost $1600 to market the fair and $900 for insurance. Pam has used Facebook, Twitter, and community websites to publicize the market; Yelp was suggested as another venue.
