FOPBSS has given grants to both schools, for a total of nearly $25,000. This includes:

· Over $4000 in Teacher Discretionary Funds to teachers at MBHS; and nearly $900 to PBMS teachers.

· MBHS sports and athletics ($8000) have also been generously supported, as has Music.

· At PBMS, Life Science (Floating Lab) received over $4000, and Missoula Children’s Theatre production received over $3500. Other categories of support at PBMS are: sports, library, garden (chicken coop), the Mandarin Immersion program, and the new line item for Community Service Projects.
